Each day in Georgia, 32
children are victims of child
abuse or neglect.

In 2010, 77 children died as
result of child abuse and
neglect.

Children who are victims of
abuse or neglect are 53%
more likely to become
juvenile delinquents, 38%
more likely to be arrested as
an adult, and 38% more
likely to become violent
criminals.

Teen Workshops

Our Teen Workshops have
been focusing on
comprehensive sexual
education for the last few
months. This has been a
very educational experience
for our teens. Georgia was
ranked number 2 in the
nation for reported cases of
primary and secondary
syphilis rates in 2009,
according to avert.org. The
same site lists Georgia as
number 10 in the nation for
reported cases of
Gonorrhea.

This information shows the
need for our teens to be
educated on the do’s and
don’ts of sexual behaviors
and how it could affect their
lives in a long term way.
This opportunity for a slow
paced and well taught
comprehensive sexual
education program is offered
through the Department of
Public Health in partnership
with Graduate students from
University of Georgia.

Our intern from University of
North Georgia, Gina, is leading
this group and bringing new
and exciting idea to the
parenting curriculum while
focusing on the driving issues
of our organization.
